Intramural Softball Rules
Personnel:

1. 20 player’s maximum per team

2. 10 players with 4 girls recommended, however 8 players and minimum of 3 girls needed to start play. Hence, a penalty of 1 out will be given for every 4th girl that doesn’t  bat
3. After 1st week of games no additional players will be allowed to play that is not on the original roster.

Rules and Regulations of play:
1. All teams are responsible for bringing their own baseball gloves. Bats and balls will be provided by the intramural program.

2. All teams are allowed a 10 minute grace period. Thus, after 10 minute window is used up a forfeit will be applied to that team

3. Balls and strikes will be called by umpire, with count starting at 1 and 1 (1 ball and 1 strike). Strike Zone: Knees to Shoulders

4. Softball tosses are to be slow and underhand.
5. All games will be played up to seven innings or for 1 hour depending on whichever factor comes first. 10-run rule will be in effect.

6. Players are required to stay in dug-out while teammates are up to bat. Abuse of this rule will result in an out being called.

7. Please show respect and courtesy to umpires, teammates and opponents during competition. Remember this is only a game!
8. All umpire calls are Final! The umpire has the right and ability to effect and/or disqualify any participants who are not practicing good sportsmanship
